The scholarship consists of a waiver of Seminar registration fees, lodging costs for four nights at the conference hotel, 
and the cost of the Saturday evening banquet dinner. The lodging costs covered do not include hotel parking, phone calls, 
movie rentals, or any other room services. Tour costs are not covered by the scholarship.
