The Guild of BookWorkers offers scholarships to attend the ‘Standards of Excellence’ Seminar to people for whom 
attendance would create a financial hardship. Scholarships are available for both student and regular members. Non-
members may apply, but are required to become a member prior to attending the Seminar. 

The scholarship consists of a waiver of Seminar registration fees, lodging costs for four nights at the conference hotel, and 
the cost of the Saturday evening Banquet. The lodging costs covered do not include hotel parking, phone calls, movie 
rentals, or any other room services. Tour costs are not covered by the scholarship.
